Getting Started 
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Your New LCD Monitor 
Your LCD Monitor has been designed to be versatile, ergonomic and user-friendly. The 

LCD Monitor is capable of displaying most standards, from 640x400 VGA to 1680x1050 

WSXGA+. The digital controls allow the user to easily adjust the Monitor’s display 

parameters, and the LCD Monitor’s small footprint gives you more room in your 

workspace for other peripherals.
